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METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATION

Statistical materials included in the present book are based on returns of
All-Union export and import corporations and other active organizations of
the Soviet Union carried out the foreign trade operations. These returns are
based on data of transport and goods documents received from industrial,
trade and other enterprises of the suppliers of goods for exports as well as
from the foreign suppliers of import goods and from the transport organiza-
tions.

Exports include exported goods of national origin as well as re-exported
goods of foreign origin. Imports to the USSR include imported goods of for-
eign origin for consumption by the national economy and for re-export. Ex-
ports and imports also include the goods of foreign origin purchased abroad
by the Soviet foreign trade organizations and delivered without sending to the
USSR into other countries.

Exports and imports do not include: the goods supplied in accordance
with the agreements to render free of charge assistance to foreign states; ex-
ported goods for delivery in the form of the USSR contributions to the United
Nations Technical Aid Fund; the transit of foreign goods across the territory of
the USSR; the goods sent abroad for exhibitions as well as the goods sent with
the similar purpose to the Soviet Union; other goods which exports and im-
ports are not a commercial character including personal consumer type postal
packages and passenger luggage.

The date of export goods is: for water transportation — a bill of lading date
or a water waybill date; for transportation by rail — a stamp date on the waybill
put at a border station at which the goods are handed to the foreign railway;
for transportation by truck — a date of the document confirmed the goods
acceptance by the purchaser’s transport but in the case of the goods crossed
the state border delivered by the Soviet transport organizations — a date of the
border customs inspection of the buying country; for air transportation — a
date of the air waybill.

The date of import goods is: for water transportation — a date of the arrival
of the vessel with import goods to the first Soviet port stamped in the notifica-
tion by the administration of the port; for transportation by rail — a stamp date
on the waybill at the USSR border station; for transportation by truck — a date
of the acceptance certificate of goods from foreign supplier stamped at the
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border; for air transportation —a date of the plane arrival to the Soviet airport
of destination.

Cost of goods is counted in accordance with the prices under contracts led
to the unified basis, namely: exports — at f.0.b. prices of the Soviet ports or the
USSR franco overland border; imports — at f.0.b. prices of the foreign ports or
the franco border of the country of shipment.

Foreign currencies are converted into roubles in accordance with the offi-
cal rate of the USSR State Bank for a corresponding period.

The country of exports is a country of goods destination.

The country of imports is a country of goods origin. -

If the countries of exported goods destination or imported goods origin are
unknown exports and imports are considered in accordance with the country
under contract.

Exports and imports are calculated in connection with the classification
and the nomenclature of the Uniform Foreign Trade Nomenclature*. Before
the trade names and groups the coads are given under mentioned nomencla-
ture. These coads have seven-digit symbols in which the first two symbols
show a group of goods, the third symbol shows a subgroup, the fourth and
fifth symbols show trade names, the sixth and seventh symbols show subi-
tems but names having lower numbers include subsequent items with higher
numbers. Besides the coads put one under another and separated with dash or
comma signs point out that some goods items having these coads are joined
the same position.

Goods quantity is calculated in units of measurement in accordance with
the Uniform Foreign Trade Nomenclature. Besides the goods which quantity
is calculated in measures of weight are indicated in net weight.

Some of the figures for 1987 have been corrected as compared with those
appearing in previous publications.
