How can I use the Eurostat Yearbook? What 
kind ofinformation is available in the 

Yearbook? 

The aim has been to give statistics from the point 
of view of the user rather than the producer. 
Eurostat figures have therefore been supplemented 
by statistics published by other international 
producers of statistics. In such cases the source is 
mentioned. Otherwise the source is Eurostat. 

This publication comes from Eurostat, the 
Statistical Office of the European Communities. 
The choice and presentation of data do not 
necessarily reflect the official opinions of the 
European Commission. 

As far as possible the data are in time series cover­
ing 1989—99.This enables the reader to compare 
the present situation of Member States and other 
countries as well as their recent development. 

However, not all statistics used for this sixth edi­
tion lend themselves to such treatment. For exam­
ple, some statistics are produced with higher prior­
ity given to reflecting the present situation rather 
than to comparing them with data published 10 
years ago. Other statistics are produced with 
emphasis on detailed rather than rapid publication. 
And as all statistics originate from national sources, 
different priorities have influenced data availability, 
comparability and timeliness. This is reflected in 
this publication by some subjects being better cov­
ered than others. 

This year, a new theme was integrated in chapter 
4: information society. Chapter 6, dedicated to 
candidate countries contains a lot of new series. 

The publication includes data on the 
EU-15 (total of Member States of the EU), 
EUR-11 (countries participating in the euro zone) 
and as far as possible the EFTA countries, the 
United States, Canada and Japan. 

Germany is included in three different ways. Some 
tables and graphs include Germany as constituted 
prior to the unification of 3 October 1990 
(D-W), while D-Ε constitutes the new Lander and 
East Berlin. Many tables now deliver data for the 
whole of Germany. 

All data from Eurostat were extracted on 
15 September 2000.

AGE AND SEX, PAST, PRESENT AND FUTURE 

The EU share of world population is falling fast 

With almost 376.5 million inhabitants on 1 January 2000, the European Union ranked 

third in world population, well behind China (1 253 million) and India (1 009 mil­

lion). 

The EU population rose slightly in 1999, with an increase of about 997 000 inhabi­

tants. In the last 35 years, however, population growth has slowed down. In 1960 the 

growth rate for EU­15 was just under 8 per 1 000 inhabitants; by 1999 it was only 2.6, 

ranging from 0.8 in Sweden to 15 in Luxembourg. 

In the near future, the total EU population should reach equilibrium or even decline. 

If current trends for fertility, mortality and international migration continue (Eurostat 

basic forecast, see graphs on population), the population will peak around 2025 and 

revert more or less to the current level by 2050. 

While the world population increased by approximately 80 million in 1999, the EU 

accounted for only 1.3 % of this increase, whereas China accounted for 14.6 % and 

India 20.8 %. At the same time, the United States recorded population growth that 

was almost three times as high as the EU figure. In most other developed regions, how­

ever — such as Japan and Russia — population growth is below the EU level. 

The EU share of total world population is thus declining. EU­15 accounted for 12 % 

of people on the planet in 1950, but the figure has now dropped to 6.2 %. If current 

population and migration trends continue, by 2050 the figure will have dropped to just 

4 % .
