PREFACE

The National Statistical Office of Mongolia (NSO) has been producing a Statistical Yearbook, showing social
and economic key indicators of Mongolia, along with their respective time series, since 1960. Due to the socio-
economic development of the country, we are making every effort to calculate emerging statistical indicators, to
ensure that our statistical indicators and methodologies conform to internationally common standards, and to
expand the framework of indicators of the Yearbook on an annual basis.

To make the Statistical Yearbook readable and available to users, each section of the yearbook has an
introduction to the methods employed for calculating key indicators concerned and technical terms used. Additional
notes and footnotes accompany each table in the section concerned.

The present Statistical Yearbook is complemented by the estimates of quarterly GDP by expenditure and the
results of the 2011 Agriculture Census. In addition, some indicators for education and health are included in the
yearbook.

Apart from the Statistical Yearbook, the following special publications have been published. They are as
follows: Mongolia in the Market Economy 1998-2002, Population of Mongolia in the 20th century;, Mongolia in a
Century; External Trade Statistics, Indicators for the Material Product System and the System of National Accounts,
the International Standard Industrial Classi=fication, and the Central Product System. In the meantime, we are
putting effort into making the reports of censuses and surveys conducted periodically as specified in the Law
on Statistics of Mongolia available to the general public. For example, the reports of the Labour Force
Survey /2002-2003, 2006-2007, 2007-2008, 2008-2009, 2010, and 2011/; Child Labour Survey /2002-2003 and
2006-2007/; Household Income and Expenditure Survey and Living Standard Measurement Survey /1995, 1998,
2002-2003, 2007-2008, 2009-2012/; Disability Registration — a sample survey /2004/; Reproductive Health Survey
/2003 and 2008/, Participatory Poverty Assessment in Mongolia /2006/; Establishment Census /2006/; Child
Development Survey /2005, 2010, and 2012/, Internal Migration of Mongolia /2007/; Time Use Survey /2007 and
2012/; Mongolia Census-based Poverty Map /2007/; Poverty Profile in Mongolia /2007-2008/; Survey of Household
Unincorporated Enterprises Producing for the Market /2007-2008/; Wage Structure Survey /2010/; Environment
and Natural Resource Management Survey /2010/; and the first ever Agriculture Census are now available to users.

Based on the findings of the 2010 Population and Housing Census, national and aimag level reports and 13
monographs, namely Education and Literacy, Migration and Settlements, the Elderly, Households and Marital
Status, Disabled Citizens, Gender Equality, Child and Youth, Economically Active Population, Housing Conditions,
Some MDG indicators, and Mongolian Citizens Living Abroad, have been published.

In 2012, we produced the population projections for 2040. A Statistical Pocketbook containing the recent key
social and economic indicators of the country has regularly been published in order to meet the need of business
people. In 2012, we updated our integrated statistical database and website. Also, we created a user interface
website — www.1212.mn containing a wide variety of monthly data on and time series for society and economy of
the country that were updated on a timely basis. In addition, a telephone hotline with the number 1212 has been
set up to provide users with statistical data. Established in 2013, a Statistical Information, Training and Advocacy
Centre has commenced registering users of statistics and providing them with statistical information by email on
a timely basis.

We would welcome any comment and feedback on the Statistical Yearbook, produced by the NSO, and
statistical estimates and data in it.

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POPULATION

The population of Mongolia reached 2867.7 thousand at the end of the year 2012, increased by 56.1 thousand
or 2.0 percent compared with the previous year. Out of the total population, 48.6 percent are males and 51.4
percent are females. Sex ratio is 95 males per 100 females.

A high migration stream to the Ulaanbaatar city is becoming a cause of rapid growth of population in capital
city. In 2012, population density was 280 persons per square kilometer in Ulaanbaatar, increased by 26 person
(10.1 percent) from 2009, 16 person (5.9 percent) from 2010 and 6 person (2.2 percent) from 2011, respectively.

The 65.9 percent of the usual residents population in Mongolia or 1819.5 thousands live in urban areas as
end of the year 2012 particularly more than half the population of Dornod, Dornogovi, Govisumber, Darkhan-Uul
and Orkhon aimags were living in urban areas. Whereas in Arkhangai, Bulgan, Dundgovi, Zavkhan, Ovorkhangai,
Selenge, Sukhbaatar, Ovorkhangai and Tov aimags over 70 percent of the total population were living in rural
areas.

Total 768.3 thousand households were estimated which 63.7 percent of them live in urban areas and 36.3
percent were in rural areas and there were 3.7 persons per household in 2012.

Birth rate or births per 1000 population increased in 2006-2009 reaching 25.7 in 2009, while it decreased to
23.1in 2010 then reached to 25.1 in 2011 and 26.0 in 2012 increasing by 0.9 percentage points compared to the
previous year. Total births have reached 73.8 thousands and increased by 6.8 percent from 2009, by 16.7 percent
from 2010 and by 5.7 percent compared with year 2011. Sex ratio at births is about 104 boys per 100 girls. Total
fertility rate was 2.8 in 2009, 2.4 in 2010 and 2.6 in 2011 and it increased to 2.7 in 2012.

Death rate has an increasing trend since 2009 and it reached 6.9 in 2011. However, it reached 6.3 in 2012
decreasing by 0.6 percentage points compared with previous year. At the aimag level, deaths per 1000 population
is higher in Tov, Arkhangai and Ovorkhangai aimags and Ulaanbaatar city while it is lowest in Bayan-Olgii and
Omnogovi aimags at the end of the year 2012. Infant mortality rate had reached 15.5 in 2012 and decreased by
1.0 percentage points compared to the previous year.

In 2012, life expectancy at birth at the national level was 68.71 years, increased by 0.39 years compared to the
previous year. And in 2012, life expectancy of female was 74.32 years; life expectancy of male was 64.91 years.

Total 12.8 thousand couples registered their marriages, 2.5 thousand couples divorced and 1.7 thousand
children were adopted. Marriage increased by 8.0 percent and while divorces decreased by 23.4 percent, child
adoption decreased by 18.7 percent compared to the previous year. Whereas, marriage per 1000 population was
sharply decreased from 12.7- to 4.3 in 2011, it has reached 4.5 and increased by 0.2 percentage points in 2012.
Divorces have reached 0.9 in 2012 and decreased by 0.3 percentage points from previous year.

SOME POPULATION AND SOCIAL INDICATORS

A number of orphan children reached 40.4 thousand in 2012, representing 1.4 percent of the total population.
It shows decreases by 11.8 percent from 2009, by 5.8 percent from 2010 and by 1.0 percent compared to year
2011. Out of all orphan children, 4.3 thousand or 10.6 percent are double orphans or have lost both parents and
36.1 thousands or 89.4 percent are half orphans or have lost one parent. A number of double orphan children
decreased by 8.4 percent from 2009, by 8.1 percent from 2010 and by 0.5 percent from 2011 in 2012. Whereas,
number of half orphan children decreased by 12.2 percent from 2009, by 5.5 percent from 2010 and by 1.1 percent
from the year 2011.

Number of females who head households reached 81.6 thousand in 2012 and increased by 0.4 percent
compared with 2009, 0.6 percent compared with 2010, 0.03 percent compared with year 2011. The 47.5 thousands
or 58.2 percent of these females are headed households with below 3 members, 27.1 thousands or 33.3 percent
are headed households have 3-5 members and 7.0 thousands or 8.5 percent of them have headed households
with 6 and above members. Throughout the state, 15.0 percent of total females who head households live in
Western region, 24.3 percent are in Khangai region and 20.9 percent live in Central, 10.6 percent in Eastern region
and 29.2 percent live in Ulaanbaatar respectively as end of the year 2012.

A number of households with 4 and more children aged below 16 reached 23.5 thousand in 2012, representing
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3.1 percent of total households. This figure shows a decrease by 12.9 percent from 2009, by 2.7 percent from 2010
and by 2.7 percent from 2011. Therefore number of single women with children aged below 16 years old reached
38.6 thousands in 2012 and decreased by 8.9 percent compared with 2009, by 3.5 percent compared with 2010,
by 0.3 percent compared with 2011.

The 24.9 thousands or 64.6 percent of these women have less than 3 children, 10.1 thousands or 26.1 percent
have 3-5 children and 3.6 thousands or 9.3 percent of them have 6 and more children.

LABOUR FORCE

Mongolia has conducted labour Force Survey (LFS) in 2002-2003 on quarterly basis at first time according to
a common methodology of the International Labour Organization (ILO) and it enabled to estimate seasonality on
Labour market.

The NSO had estimated main indicators of labour based on “Annual report of employment of the population”
reported from administrative units of aimags and the Capital until 2009, while since 2009, it has estimating from
the results of Labour Force Survey accordance with the Law on Statistics of Mongolia and “A methodology for
Estimating Employment and Labour Force Statistics” approved by a joint resolution 01/68/94 of the Chairman of
the National Statistical Office and the Minister for Social Welfare and Labour /old name/ dated in 2009.

In order to extend and update main indicators of Labour statistics and, make analysis and conclusions on all
types of employment and estimate seasonality, we developed the “Methodology for Estimation of Employment and
Labour Force Statistics Indicators” reflected country’s feature conforming with standart concepts and definitions
issued by ILO.

Total 12816 household sampled for LFS from aimags and capital city in 2012.

By estimation based on LFS results, economically active population was 1151.1 thousand in terms of 1056.4
thousands or 91.8 percent are employed and 94.7 thousand or 8.2 percent were unemployed in 2012. The Labour
force participation rate was 63.5%, increased by 1.0 percentage points in 2012 compared with the previous year.
Unemployment rate was 8.2% in 2012.

Employed disaggregated by economic activities, 35.0 percent of total employed are engaged in agriculture,
forestry, fishing and hunting, 12.4 percent are in wholesale and retail trade, 8.2 percent in education, 6.1 percent
in manufacturing and 6.0 percent were engaged in public administration and defence, compulsory social security.

GOVERNMENT EMPLOYEE

At the end of the 2012, the number of civil servants working in the civil service of Mongolia reached 162.8
thousand persons, representing increase of 9.8 percent from 2009, 4.6 percent from 2010, and 0.7 percent from
2011, respectively.

Out of total government employees of Mongolia, 2798 persons or 1.7 percent are in political positions, 16179
officials or 9.9 percent in public administration, 28773 or 17.7 percent in special service, and 115019 officials or
70.7 percent were engaged in support services positions.

Out of government employees in public administration of Mongolia, 82 or 0.5 percent are leading officers,
587 or 3.6 percent principal officers, 1348 or 8.3 percent senior officers, 10511 or 65.0 percent executive officers,
and 3651 or 22.6 percent assistant officers.

AVERAGE WAGES AND SALARIES

The NSO has been conducting sample survey on average wages and salaries of employees starting from 4th
quarter of year 2000 throughout nation on quarterly basis and disseminating its results disaggregated by economic
activities, types of ownership and legal status of establishments, sex and occupation of employees, aimags and
the Capital as well. Every quarter 158.6 thousand employees of 1017 establishments cover in the sample survey
on average.
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Monthly average salary of employees reached 557.6 thous.tog in 2012 and shows increases by 85.6 percent
from 2009, 63.3 percent from 2010 and 31.4 percent from 2011 respectively.

Comparing monthly average wages disaggregated by economic activities, salaries of employees in public
administration, defence and social insurance are higher by 56.3 thous.tog, mining and quarrying by 256.9 thous.
tog and salaries for financial intermediation by 509.1 thous.tog are higher than national average respectively.

Comparing monthly average wages disaggregated by occupation, average salaries of plant and machine
operators and assemblers are higher by 32.0 thous.tog, for technicians and associate professionals by 39.2 thous.
tog, for professionals by 112.5 thous.tog and average salary for legislators, senior officials and managers of
government and non-government organizations is higher by 339.9 thous.tog than national average, are relatively
higher than other occupations.

Monthly average salaries of employees for state owned enterprises, limited liability companies and budget
organization are higher than national average and average of salaries of other establishments.

Real wages of employees increased by 2.0 times in 2012 compared to year 2005. Comparing real wages and
salaries with base year 2005 by economic activities average wages and salaries for employees engaging in real
estate, renting and other business activities are the highest or increased by 2.6 times, while lowest increase or of
19.9 percent was for wages and salaries of employees in division of hotels and restaurants.

Comparing to previous year, an increase of real wage is 3.6 percent in real estate, renting and other business
activities, 0.9 percent in division of health and social security and 0.8 percent division of education while decreased
in of other sectors.

HOUSEHOLD INCOME, EXPENDITURE AND LIVING STANDARDS

A results of the Household socio-economic survey indicate that household monthly average income reached
820.0 thous.tog, in increased by 246.5 thous.tog or 43.0 percent from previous year. By composition of total
income, 90.5 percent is monetary income, 3.9 percent are items received others free of charge, and 5.6 percent is
food items consumed from own farming.

Monthly average monetary income per households at national average reached 741.9 thous.tog in 2012, is
increased by 238.0 thous.tog or 47.2 percent from the previous year, in terms of wages and salaries increased
by 123.7 thous.tog or 49.8 percent, pensions and allowances by 41.3 thous.tog or 36.1 percent, income from
household business by 47.1 thous.tog or 47.8 percent and other income increased by 25.8 thous.tog or 60.7
percent respectively.

Comparing composition of monthly average monetary income per households with previous year, percentage
share of wages and salaries increased by 0.9 points, income from household business by 0.1 points and other
income increased by 0.8 points, while percentage share of pensions and allowances decreased by 1.7 points.

Monthly average monetary expenditure per households at national average reached 742.2 thous.tog, is
increased by 234.4 thous.tog or 46.2 percent from previous year, in terms of expenditures on food items increased
by 52.4 thous.tog or 33.7 percent and non-food items and services by 183.4 thous.tog or 54.7 percent.

Comparing composition of monthly average expenditure per households with previous year, percentage
share of food items consumed from private farming decreased by 2.5 points, while percentage share of monetary
expenditure increased by 2.5 points.

The estimation of poverty indicators based on results of HSES 2012 show that the poverty headcount was 27.4
percent, poverty gap was 7.1 percent and poverty severity was 2.7 percent in 2012.

Considering incidence of poverty by region, the poverty headcount reached 38.6 percent in Khangai region,
33.3 percent in Eastern region, 32.5 percent in Western region, and 28.1 percent in Central region. The headcount
rate by residences was 39.8 percent in rural areas, 30.4 percent in aimag centers, 27.5 percent in soum centers,
19.8 percent in the capital city.

The results of the survey 2012, indicate that the inequality of consumption among the population remains high.
The figures of consumption inequality for 2012 indicate that the average consumption among the richest 10% of
the population was 8.3 times higher than the average consumption of the poorest 10% of the population. This
ratio was 8.8 in urban and 6.7 in rural. It is indicating that inequality is higher in urban. The average consumption
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of the urban population was higher by 8.2 percent than the national average, at the same time, it was higher by
29.1 percent than the average consumption of rural population.

EDUCATION

The 181.0 thous.children have enrolled pre-school institutions in a school year or academic year 2012/2013
and increased by 27.4 percent from a school year 2009/2010, by 15.1 percent from a school year 2010/2011 and
by 10.2 percent compared to school year 2011/2012.

Total 30.8 thous.children attended in alternative form in a school year 2012/2013, decreased by 5.5 percent
from a school year 2009/2010, by 12.2 percent from a school year 2010/2011 and by 0.4 percent from a school
year 2011/2012.

Number of general educational schools (GES) reached 755 in a school year 2012/2013, shows an increase by
3 school from year 2011/2012.

Pupils and students of all levels of educational institutions reached for 719.6 thousands at the beginning of a
school year 2012/2013, decreased by 10.0 thousands from a school year 2011/2012.

Full-time pupils in general educational schools reached 496.1 thousands and pupils who have attending in
evening and extramural classes reached 1.9 thousands in a school year 2012/2013. There were decreases by 9.3
thousands or 1.8 percent full-time pupils and by 0.5 thousands or 21.5 percent for pupils attended evening and
extramural classes.

Gross enrollment rate (GER) in basic education estimated as 94.3 percent in a school year 2012/2013 and
decreased by 0.3 percentage points from previous school year in terms of GER in primary education is 97.9 percent,
decreased 0.2 percentage points and GER in secondary education reached 100.5 percent and increased by 3.5
percentage points from previous school year.

The 47.6 thousand children newly enrolled in the first grade of general educational schools in a school year
2012/2013.

Totally 2.3 thousand children aged 6-14 years old dropped out of schools and share 0.5 percent among all
pupils in a school year 2012/2013.

Pupil-teacher ratio in general educational schools was 18.5 in a school year 2012/2013, decreased by 0.6
percentage points from a school year 2011/2012. Number of teachers in general educational schools increased
from previous school year by 371 or 1.4 percent where reached 26.9 thousands.

Number of students in universities, institutes, colleges, technical and vocational schools has 221.6 thousand
students are studying in a school year 2012/2013. It comprises 64.0 percent have enrolled in public and 36.0
percent are in private institutions. There are 116.8 thousand students in universities out of total students, 58.2
thousands are in institutes and colleges, and 45.3 thousand students studying in technical and vocational schools
in a school year 2012/2013.

Total 37.7 thousand graduates completed their schooling in a school year 2011/2012 and 25.4 percent of them
majored by commerce and business administration, 17.5 percent are education studies and pedagogy, 9.3 percent
are engineering and 5.3 percent of total graduates have majored by law.

SCIENCE, CULTURE AND ART

The number of employees in scientific institutions reached 4071 in 2012, in decreased by 49 persons or 1.2
percent compared with the previous year. The 51.5 percent of total employees are female, and 65.6 percent are
full-time staffs.

The total expenditure of the science sector was 40.3 billion tugrugs in 2012, increased by 11.5 billion tugrugs
or 40.2 percent from the previous year, is mainly due to 71.2 percent increase of medical science’s expenditure,
43.7 percent increase of social science’s, 43.4 percent of natural science’s, 36.6 percent increase of agricultural
science’s, 29.1 percent increase of technical science’s expenditure respectively.

Total expenditure of scientific and research institutions for 2012 broke down to 28.2 percent for natural
science, 24.5 percent for technical, 17.7 percent for social science, 13.9 percent for agriculture, 9.9 percent for
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medical science and remaining 5.8 percent for universities.

The expenditure for research works funded from the state budget reached 24.4 billion tugrugs in 2012, is
showing an increase by 46.1 percent compared to the previous year. This increase is mainly due to funding for
scientific and technological projests and basic theoretical researches increased by 50.5 percent and by 47.1 percent
respectively, while spending for ready-to-go-works of science and technology decreased by 51.5 percent.

The 58.4 percent total expenditure spent for scientific and technological projects, 40.9 percent for the basic
theoretical research works and 0.7 percent for have spent for scientific and technological ready-to-go-works.

Total 6845 employees engage in culture and art institutions in 2012, increased by 388 persons or 6.0 percent
from the previous year.

Total 289.6 thousand readers served by 373 libraries in 2011, while 305.9 thousand readers have served by
377 libraries in 2012. Number of books per 10000 population has reached 23.7 thousands in 2012, is decreased
by 0.5 thousand from a previous year.

Performances of professional art organizations reached 4697, decreased by 8.8 percent; spectators have
reached 1476.8 thousands and decreased by 25.2 percent from the previous year respectively.

Museum exhibits were 244.3 thousand in 2011, while it increased by 3.0 percent and reached 251.7 thousand
in 2012, and visitors of museum estimated as 517.4 thousand, is increased by 15.7 percent and reached 598.6
thousand in 2012.

Number of cultural centres reached 342 and seats reached 90.9 in 2012 and centres increased by 0.3 percent
and seats increased by 2.0 percent from previous year.

MONASTERIES, TEMPLES AND CHURCHES

As result of the new Constitution of Mongolia put into force in 1992 established guaranteeing freedom of
worship, monasteries and churches of various religions greatly started to establish, in terms of traditional Buddhist
temples have been greatly establishing and churches of Christian and other religions has increased as well.

Number of temples and churches reached 338 in 2012, is increased by 106 or 45.7 percent from 2009, by
104 or 44.4 percent from 2010 and increased by 11 or 3.4 percent compared to 2011. The 43.8 percent of total
temples and churches are Buddhist temples, 46.4 percent is Christian churches, 7.1 percent is Islamic and 2.7
percent are churches and sanctuaries of other religions.

Total 3.5 thousand persons work in religions organizations in terms of 1.7 thousand are monks for religion
service, clergymen and missionaries.

By regions, 168 or 9.6 percent of total monks for religions service were in Western region, 376 or 21.6 percent
in Khangai region, 217 or 12.4 percent in Central region, 172 or 9.9 percent in Eastern region, and 810 or 46.5
percent are in Ulaanbaatar. Number of students studying in religious school and colleges reached 0.8 thousands
in 2012 and it decreased by 42.8 percent from previous year and the number of children studying religious
conceptions at home reached 4.1 thousand decreased by 1.9 percent compared with 2011 respectively.

PUBLIC HEALTH

As of 2012, 43.6 thousand employees were engaged in health sector, increased by 6.1 percent compared to
2011. Out of total employees, 8.6 thous. were physicians, 1.5 thous. pharmacists, 16.9 thous. mid-level medical
personal interts of 9.9 thous. were nurses and 16.6 thous. are other employees.

Number of ophthalmologists and dermatologists, oncologists and psychiatrist & neurologists decreased while
others were increased compared to 2011. Number of physicians has increased by 20.4 percent over 2009, by 14.7
percent over 2010 and by 8.2 percent compared to 2011. Number of mid-level medical personal increased in 2012
by 6.9 percent from year 2009, by 6.6 percent from year 2010 and by 2.3 percent compared to 2011. Number of
persons per physician has reached 318 in 2012 decreased by 19 and persons per nurses reached 276 in a given
year, decreased by 8 compared with previous year as well. Number of persons per physician is highest in Khangai
region at 501 and lowest in Central region where it reaches 439. At the aimag level, this number is highest or 623
in Selenge and lowest or 227 in Ulaanbaatar.
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Number of hospital beds reached 19.6 thousands, reflecting a increase of 10.4 percent compared to 2009,
of 9.9 percent compared to 2010 and of 3.2 percent compared to 2011. Furthermore, average length of stay in
hospital has reached 7.8 days, demonstrating a decrease of 0.5 days compared to 2009, of 0.4 days compared to
2010 and of 0.3 days compared to 2011.

Leading five caused of deaths were diseases of the cardiovascular system (21.7 in 10 000), neoplasms (13.1
in 10 000), injury, poisoning and certain other consequences of external causes (11.7 in 10 000), diseases of the
digestive system (5.5 in 10000), and diseases of the respiratory system (2.3 in 10 000). Among deaths caused by
malignant neoplasms liver (4.8 in 10 000), stomach (1.7 in 10 000), lung (1.1 in 10 000), oesophagus (0.9 in 10
000), and cervix uteri’s (0.4 in 10 000) cancers have leading.

In 2012, causes of 25 different types of infectious diseases registered and number of patients reached 43.3
thousands, showing an increase of 11.4 percent compared to 2009, of 4.7 percent compared to 2010, and of 1.1
percent percent compared to 2011. Out of total patients, caused by with infectious diseases 20.9 percent was
infected by mumps, 15.8 percent by viral hepatitis, 12.4 percent by gonococcal infections, 11.4 percent by syphilis,
9.6 percent with trichomoniasis, 9.1 percent with tuberculosis, 6.5 percent by varicellas, 4.7 percent by shigellosis,
4.0 percent infected by mycoses.

According to preliminary data for 2012, total health expenditure has reached 407.8 billion tugrugs, reflecting
an increase of 97.6 percent compared to 2009, of 63.0 percent compared to 2010, and 22.3 percent compared
to 2011. In 2012, share of health sector expenditure in the central government budget has reached 6.9 percent,
showing a decrease of 1.9 percentage points compared to 2009, of 1.2 percentage points compared to 2010, and
an increase of 0.3 percentage points compared to 2011

SOCIAL INSURANCE AND WELFARE

In 2012, 863.2 thousand persons covered in social insurance 761.9 thousand or 88.3 percent, of them were
compulsory insured and 101.3 thousand or 11.7 percent are voluntary insured.

Number of insured persons has increased by 106.0 thousands or 14.0 percent from year 2011 in terms
of compulsory insurers increased by 86.3 thousands or 12.8 percent and voluntary insurers increased by 19.7
thousands or 24.1 percent respectively.

Revenue of social insurance fund reached 799.2 billion tugrugs in 2012 presenting an increase of 43.7 billion
tugrugs or 5.8 percent compared with year 2011. A number of pensioners of social insurance reached 334.6
thousands in 2012 and it was increased by 0.7 percent which is 2.3 thousands compared with year 2011.

The 70.4 percent of total granted pension in 2012, was retirement pension, 15.2 percent is disability pension,
6.4 percent was breadwinner loss pension and 8.0 percent was military pension.

Percentage share of beneficiaries of breadwinner loss pension and pension for disability to total have a
decreasing, while beneficiaries of retirement and military pensions have an increasing trends, for instance,
proportion of people got breadwinner loss pension reached 9.0 percent in 2012, is decreasing by 2.3 points
from 2009, 1.4 points from 2010 and 0.7 points compared with 2011. Meanwhile, proportion of people receive
retirement pension reached 67.2 percent, is increasing by 3.7 points from 2009, 2.4 points from 2010 and 1.1
points from 2011.

Revenue of social welfare reached 188.1 billion tugrugs in 2012 is demonstrating an increase of 53.3 billion
tugrugs or 39.6 percent, expenditure of social welfare reached 181.4 billion tugrugs in 2012, is increasing by 49.6
billion tugrugs or 37.6 percent compared with year 2011.

An amount of long-term pension has increased by 84.1 percent, benefits and allowances by 2.1 times and

expenses for welfare services, mitigations and concessions increased by 9.3 percent respectively in 2012 from year
2011.

Percentage share of expenses for allowances and benefits to total expenditure for social welfare services has
increased, is mainly due to every child who aged below 18 in receiving 20 thousand tugrugs every month in 2012
and allowances for pregnant and lactating mothers increased as well.

Proportion of welfare service spending has increased, is mainly due to one-off allowance for mothers with
“Glorious mother” medal by 2 times since October 2010.

In 2012, number of beneficiaries of welfare pensions and allowance reached 1478.4 thousand,and increased
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by 858.8 thousand or 2.4 times to the year 2011.

By duplicated or doubled numbers, 2.8 million citizens received 693.7 billion tugrugs in 2012 as a cash
allowance from human development fund. Totally 896.2 thousand children aged below 18 received child money.

CRIME

A number of committed offences have reached at 22.1 thousand in 2012 and increased by 2892 cases or
15.1 percent compared with year 2011. The 7.1 percent of total committed offences recorded in Western region,
12.0 percent in Khangai region, 15.4 percent in Central region, 6.4 percent in Eastern region and 58.4 percent
has recorded in Ulaanbaatar city. Committed offences comprise that 40.8 percent shares crime against the right
ownership, 32.4 percent is crime against human life and health, 7.9 percent is crimes against public security, 9.0
percent is crimes against the rules of safety of traffic and use of motor vehicles, and 9.9 percent was other crimes.

Crimes against human life and health has reached 7155 in 2012 increased by 693 cases or 10.7 percent
compared with year 2011 while infliction of bodily injury, that shares 91.5 percent among this type of crimes has
reached 6546 and increased by 708 or 12.1 percent from year 2011.

Crimes against children, family and social morals reached at 405 in 2012, have decreased by 29 cases or 6.7
percent from the year 2011 mainly due to rape that shares 75.3 percent in such crimes decreased by 16.9 percent
compared with 2011, while crime of abandonment of a child has increased by 7 cases or 2.2 times.

Crimes against the right of ownership committed 9023 and increased by 1791 cases or 24.8 percent in 2012
compared with year 2011. This increase was mainly due to an increase of theft of other people, which shares 69.4
percent of this type of crime by 990 cases or 18.8 percent, an increase of theft of private property by 625 cases
or 18 percent, an increase of theft of cattle by 207 cases or 17.7 percent and an increase of pocket-picking by 80
cases 47.3 percent .

The 1098 fraud cases recorded in 2012 and increased by 410 cases or 59.6 percent compared with the year
2011. The 179 mugging cases recorded in 2012 and increased by 42 cases or 30.7 percent while the 552 robbery
cases recorded in 2012 and increased by 16 cases or 3.0 percent compared with the year 2011.

Hooliganism reached 1687 in 2012, is decreased by 137 cases or 7.5 percent from 2011. This is mainly due
to such of crimes decreased in certain aimags, namely by 14 cases 63.6 percent in Govi-Altai, 20 case or 57.1
percent in Uvs, 5 cases or 55.6 percent in Khovd aimag, 24 cases or 53.8 percent in Darkhan-Uul, 12 cases or 40.0
percent in Bayankhongor and by 4 cases or 36.4 percent in Bulgan respectively.

Crimes against the rules of safety of traffic and use of motor vehicles reached 1999 and crimes against
environmental protection rules committed 410 in 2012. These crimes show increases by 129 cases or 6.9 percent
and by 140 cases or 51.9 percent compared with year 2011 respectively.

Number of committed offences per 10000 persons aged 18 and above is 117 and it shows an increase by 14
cases or 13.6 percent compared with year 2011. This indicator was higher in Govisumber (163), Dornogovi (145),
Khentii (139), Tov (131) aimags and Ulaanbaatar (152) than the national average.

Total 19734 suspects and defendants or offenders recorded in 2012 and 1248 or 6.3 percent of them were
children, and 2667 or 13.5 percent are females.

The 901 people died caused by crimes in 2012 and constitutes 199 or 22.1 percent are due to crime attempted
murder, 369 or 41.0 percent has occurred by crime against the rules of safety of traffic and use motor vehicles.

Total 8324 persons convicted by court in 2012 and 726 or 8.7 percent of them are females, and 570 or 6.8
percent are children (the 15 or 2.6 percent of total convicted children are girls).

Total amount of damage caused by crimes has reached at 53.3 billion togrog and reimbursed or compensated
damages reached 25.1 billion togrog and show increases by 48.5 percent for total and 35.7 percent for
compensated damages from 2011 respectively. The 80.3 percent or 42.8 billion tog of total amount of damages
caused by crimes has occurred on private properties.

GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT

Preliminary result of 2012, GDP was 13944.2 bin.tog at current prices and 5492.7 bin.tog at constant prices
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of 2005, representing increases of 2856.5 bin.tog or 25.8 percent at current prices and of 600.9 bin.tog or 12.3
percent at constant prices compared to the 2011.

In 2012, GDP at 2005 constant prices increased by 12.3 percent. Rises in value added of agriculture (by 140 bin.
tog or 21.3%), mining and quarrying (70.5 bin.tog or 8.9%), transportation and storage (68.7 bln.tog or 12.8%),
wholesale and retail trade sector (by 55.3 bin.tog or 10.3%) were main factors leading to increase in GDP. Value
of net taxes on products in 2011 increased by 330.2 bin.tog or 57.9 percent compare to the 2010 and in 2012 net
taxes on products was 955.3 bin.tog, representing increases of 55.2 bin.tog or 6.1 percent compared to the 2011.
In 2012, the share of value added tax revenue to total net taxes on products was 69.9%, excise tax revenue 16.8%,
revenue of taxes of foreign trade 17.6%, subsidies on public transportation and energy was -4.3% respectively.

GDP per capita amounted to 4910.4 thous.tog at current prices and 1934.3 thous.tog at 2005 constant prices
and GNI per capita was 4585.9 thous.tog at current prices and 1806.4 thous.tog at 2005 constant prices in 2012.
GDP per capita by World Bank Atlas method was 3335 USD and 3114 USD for GNI in 2012.

The share in the private sector value added in GDP was 75.0 percent in 2012.

According to current price estimates of GDP by expenditure approach, GDP in 2012 was 14621.1 bin.tog,
showing an increase of 3452.9 bin.tog or 30.9 percent compared to the 2011. For 2012, the share of final
consumption, gross capital formation, and net export in GDP was 64.2 percent, 60.6 percent, and -24.7 percent
respectively. Compared to the 2011, the share of final consumption in GDP increased by 1.9 points while that of
the gross capital formation and net exports were decreased by 1.5 points and 0.4 points.

Preliminary result of 2012, GDP by expenditure approach at 2005 constant prices in 2012 was 5509.1 bin.tog,
that increased by 598.6 bin.tog or 12.2 percent compared to the 2011. The final consumption was 4582.1 bin.
tog, gross capital formation was 3694.3 bin.tog and net exports was -2767.3 bin.tog and compared to the 2011,
final consumption, gross capital formation, and net export were increased by 18.1 percent, 24.0 percent, and 41.9
percent respectively.

Preliminary result of 2012, GDP by income approach was 13944.2 bin.tog reflecting an increase of 25.8 percent
compared to 2011. According to GDP calculation by income approach, the share of compensation of employees,
net taxes on production and imports, consumption of fixed capital and net operating surplus/mixed income in
GDP in 2012 was 26.4 percent, 18.5 percent, 5.3 percent and 49.7 percent respectively. Compared to the 2011,
the share of compensation of employees in GDP and net operating surplus/mixed income in GDP increased by 2.2
points and 0.3 points, net taxes on production and imports while that of decreased by 2.6 points respectively.

NATIONAL CONSUMER PRICE INDEX

Since 2006, the National Statistical Office has been estimating and publishing the national CPI using the
weighted average of household consumer expenditures of all aimags and the capital city.

The national consumer price index at the end of 2011 rose by 8.9% compared with the previous year and by
14.0% at the end of 2012 compared to 2011, causing the growth to went up by 5.1 points.

In 2012, the national consumer price index increased by 14.0% over the end of the preceding year. Of the
total, index of alcoholic beverages, tobacco group went up by 54.4%, restaurant and hotels by 23.0%, foodstuff
by 17.5%, clothing and footwear by 16.1%, education by 15.2%, which were the highest rate, housing, water,
electricity and fuels by 11.0%, household furnishings and goods by 10.2%, medical goods and care by 9.0%,
miscellaneous goods and services by 7.4%, transport by 6.5%, recreation and cultural goods by 3.5%, and
communication decreased by 1.5%.

Of the 14.0% contribution of 2012, 5.1 points were an increase in food prices, 2.7 points in clothing and
footwear prices, 1.6 points in alcoholic beverages, tobacco prices, 1.4 points in housing, water, electricity and
fuels, 0.8 points in transportation prices, 0.7 points in education prices, 0.6 points in restaurant and hotels prices,
0.5 points in household furnishings and goods prices, 0.3 points in medical goods and care and 0.5 points in other
groups.

The annual average CPI for 2012 was 14.3%, went up by 5.8 point from the previous year.

The monthly consumer price index increased in all months 2012. It increased by 2.2-2.7 percent on January,
February and March, there were highest increases. Also, the monthly average growth of consumer price index was
increased by 0.5-1.0 percent from April, to December 2012. The monthly CPI reached its highest level or 2.7% in
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January, 2012, and lowest level or 0.2% in November, 2012.

Compared to the preceding year, the consumer price index at the end of 2012 went up by 7.7-23.7 percent in
all aimags. Among them, the CPI for Govisumber aimag increased up to 23.7%, which was the highest level. The
CPI for the capital city was 14.2%.

Average market prices of some key agricultural products
Data on average market prices of some key agricultural products is captured through a price survey. To
estimate an average price for a product, the arithmetic mean method is applied.

According to the 2012 survey of average market prices for products of agriculture, a major industry of the
Mongolian economy, a national annual average price for sheep skin with wool was 10.6 thous.tog, up by 0.3
thous.tog and 2.9 percent over 2011, for cattle hide more than 2 meter long 30.3 thous.tog, up by 7.2 thous.tog
and 31.3 percent from 2011, for horse hide 32.0 thous.tog, up by 6.4 thous.tog and 25.0 percent compared with
2011, whereas that for white cashmere 45.7 thous.tog, down by 6.3 thous.tog and 12.1 percent, for goat skin with
wool was 16.7 thous.tog, down by 1.2 min.tog and 7.7 percent compared with 2011.

MONEY AND LOAN

At the end of 2012, the money supply (broad money or M2) in the economy reached 7617.3 bin.tog, up by
1205.0 bin.tog or 18.8 percent compared with 2011. An increase of 1110.7 bin.tog in the quasi money was a main
factor leading to the growth of money supply (broad money or M2) from 2011.

Currency deposits amounted to 3488.0 bin.tog at the end of 2012, representing an increase of 575.6 bin.tog
or 19.8 percent over 2011. The growth of currency deposits was due to an increase of 522.6 bin.tog in individual’s
deposits. Foreign currency deposits in 2012 increased by 456.8 bin.tog or 46.7 percent over 2011 reaching 1434.7
bin.tog.

The share of currency outside of the banks in the money supply or (M2), one of the indicators for monetary
statistics, reached 7.9 percent at the end of 2012, representing a decrease of 0.2 points over 2011.

Loans outstanding of the commercial banks totalled 6990.5 bin.tog at the end of 2012, representing an
increase of 1349.3 bin.tog or 23.9 percent from 2011. The share of non-performing loans in the total loans
outstanding was 4.2 percent in 2012. The total loans outstanding decreased by 1.6 points compared with 2011.

At the end of 2012, the average annual weighted interest rate of togrog loans lent by the commercial banks
increased by 2.7 points and the annual interest rate of togrogs was 18.2 percent whereas the average weighted
interest rate of foreign currency loans rose by 1.4 points from 2011 and the annual interest rate of foreign currency
was 13.5 percent.

Bank of Mongolia’s official average exchange rate of the Mongolian togrog against US Dollar was 1359.4 tog.
in 2012, depreciated by 7.4 percent as compared with the previous year. Average exchange rate of the national
currency against RUB was 43.81 tog. in 2012, depreciated by 1.7 percent over the previous year. Average exchange
rate of the national currency against CNY was 215.5 tog. in 2012, weakened by 10.0 percent over the previous
year. However, average exchange rate of the national currency against EUR was 1748.62 tog. in 2012, appreciated
by 0.7 percent as compared with the previous year.

The net foreign reserves of Mongolia at the end of 2012 increased by 1355.2 min.US doll or 59.6 percent from
2011, reaching USD 3629.2 min.US.doll, equal to 28.2 weeks or 7.1 months of imports.

Stock Exchange Market

A total of 329 companies were listed at the Mongolian Stock Exchange as the end of 2012, of which 52 were
state-owned and state partially owned companies and 277 private companies.

In 2012, there were 250 trading days, having a total transaction value of 145.1 bin.tog. Total market
capitalization decreased by 17.0 percent with 2011, reaching 1799.9 bin.tog in 2012.

The TOP-20 average index, which was 21420.8 points in 2011, decreased to 19072.0 points in 2012.
In 2012, 535.2 thous.shares with total value of 579.0 min.tog were daily traded on average.
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The most actively traded shares in 2012 were Genco Tour Bureau, Khukh gan, E-Trans logistics, Berkh uul,
NACO Tulsh, Remicon etc. Leading companies in market capitalization in 2012 were Tavan tolgoi, APU, Shivee
ovoo, Berkh uul, Baganuur, Shariin gol, etc.

Other financial institutions

Insurance. One of the efficient financial methods to lower one’s risk and cover unexpected loss within a
short period of time is a commercial insurance. In 2012, there were 18 insurance and 17 insurance intermediaries
operating actively at the national level. In 2012, insurance companies made revenues of 78.2 bin.tog from insurance
premiums and paid 19.6 bin.tog for insurance reimbursements. In 2012, the revenues of insurance premiums
increased by 64.7 percent and insurance reimbursements increased by 92.4 percent from 2011 .

Non-Bank financial institution. In 2012, a total of 212 non-bank financial institutions operated actively at
the national level and gained operating income of 67.6 bin.tog and incurred operating expenses of 23.3 bin.tog
and their net operating income after provisions was 42.0 bin.tog. The operating income increased by 49.6 percent
and net operating income after provisions (operating income minus operating expenses and provisions) increased
by 46.9 percent and operating expenses increased by 60.9 percent compared to 2011.

Saving and credit cooperative. A total of 148 entities operated under special license in 2012, reporting
15.4 bin.tog interest income, 8.3 bin.tog interest expense, which resulted in net interest profit of 7.1 bin.tog. In
2012, the interest income increased by 24.7 percent and interest expense increased by 12.7 percent while the net
interest profit increased by 42.4 percent from 2011.

GENERAL GOVERNMENT BUDGET

According to preliminary results for 2012, the amount of the general government budget revenue and grants
reached 4952.2 bin.tog, representing 2958.2 bin.tog or 2.5 times increase from 2009, 1829.7 bin.tog or 58.6
percent increase over 2010, and an increase of 484.0 bin.tog or 10.8 percent compared to 2011.

Compared to the previous year, the tax revenue increased by 535.1 bin.tog or 14.6 percent. The increase was
mainly due to increases of 214.6 bin.tog or 45.3 percent in revenue from social security contribution, 198.8 bin.
tog or 13.9 percent in revenue from taxes on goods and services, 91.0 bin.tog or 15.9 percent in revenue from
other taxes, 36.2 bin.tog or 4.3 percent in revenue from income tax, 4.5 bln.tog or 26.2 percent in revenue from
property taxes, although there was a decrease of 10.1 bin.tog or 3.0 percent in revenue from taxes on foreign
trade.

The non-tax revenue increased by 75.9 bin.tog or 13.9 percent compared to the previous year. Increases
of 66.8 bin.tog or 75.5 percent in revenues from dividends, 32.5 bin.tog or 42.8 percent in revenues from oil
petroleum, 20.7 bin.tog or 35.7 percent in revenues from interest and fines, 11.9 bin.tog or 22.8 percent in
revenues from others, 3.6 bin.tog or 10.2 percent in revenues from navigation fees, although there was a decrease
of 59.5 bin.tog or 25.5 percent in revenues from budget entities have been a major factor leading to the increase
in the non-tax revenue.

The share of current revenue in the total revenue and grants accounted for 98.9 percent in 2009, 98.6 percent
in 2010, 94.3 percent in 2011 and 97.4 percent in 2012.

According to preliminary results for 2012, the total expenditure and net lending of the general government
budget amounted to 6116.7 bin.tog, reflecting an increase of 3780.0 bin.tog or 2.6 times from 2009 and 3036.0
bin.tog or 98.5 percent increase over 2010. According to preliminary estimation for 2012, the general government
budget expenditure and reimbursable net lending increased by 1119.6 bin.tog or 22.4 percent compared to the
previous year. The increase was mainly caused by increases of 568.3 bin.tog or 37.8 percent in expenditure of
goods and services, 558.3 bin.tog or 32.9 percent in subsidies and transters, 294.3 bin.tog or 23.0 percent in
capital expenditure, 89.1 bin.tog or 3.4 times in interest payment, although there was a decrease of 390.4 bin.tog
or 81.4 percent in lending minus repayments.

The share of current expenditure in the total expenditure and net lending amounted to 76.5 percent in 2009,
73.2 percent in 2010, 64.8 percent in 2011 and 72.8 percent in 2012.

According to preliminary estimates, the general government budget revenue and grants as percentage of GDP
was 35.5 percent in 2012 reflecting 5.3 point increase over 2009, 1.6 point decrease from 2010 and 4.8 point
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decrease from 2011 years.

According to preliminary estimates, the general government budget expenditure as percentage of GDP was
43.9 percent in 2012, indicating 8.4 point increase over 2009, and 7.3 point increase from 2010, 1.2 point
decrease over from 2011 years, respectively.

The general government budget was in surplus of 41.8 bin.tog in 2010, equal to 0.5 percent of the GDP. Yet, it
witnessed a budget deficit in 2009, 2011 and 2012. The share of overall budget deficit in the GDP was 5.2 percent
in 2009 and 6.9 percent in 2011 and 9.0 percent in 2012.

According to preliminary estimates, the capital expenditure as percentage of GDP was 11.3 percent in 2012,
reflecting 4.3 point increase over from 2009 and 2010 respectively, 0.3 point decrease over 2011.

BALANCE OF PAYMENTS

For the preliminary results of 2012, the overall balance of payment equaled to 1369.0 min.US dollars and
increased by 1341.2 min.US dollars compared to the previous year.

Balance of payments current account equaled to 3215.3 min.US dollars. Current account deficit increased by
456.7 min.US dollars or 16.6 percent compared to the previous year. The balance of goods had a deficit of 1528.7
min.US dollars and it was increased by 535.8 min.US dollars or 54 percent compared to the previous year. The
balance of services deficit was increased by 87.1 min.US dollars or 7.5 percent compared to the previous year. There
were mainly influenced on the growth of current account’s deficit.

Capital and financial accounts surplus reached to 4.8 bin.US dollars and increased by 1.9 bin.US dollars or 67.4
percent compared to the previous year. The portfolio investment increased by 2.3 bin.US dollars compared to the
previous year. There were mainly influenced on the growth of capital and financial account.

INVESTMENT AND CONSTRUCTION

Preliminary result of 2012, total volume of investment has reached 8594.1 billion.tog, showing an increase of
206.2 billion.tog or 2.5 percent compared to the previous year.

In 2012, in the total investments amount, the share of domestic sourced investments was 33.8 percent and
foreign investments 66.2 percent, domestic sourced investments increased by 480.0 billion.tog and foreign
investments decreased by 273.7 billion.tog.

The decrease of foreign investments was influenced by decline of foreign direct investments by 340.8 billion.
tog compared to the previous year.

In 2012, about 16.4 percent of total investments were from the central government budget, was reached
1412.9 billion.tog, indicating an increase by 302.4 billion.tog or 27.2 percent compared to the previous year. Share
of investment from the central government budget showing a increase by 3.2 points. In the total investment
amount, the increase of the share of domestic sources investments by 4.9 points.

About 9.4 percent of total investments were spent for construction works and 47.8 percent for purchase
of machinery and equipments. Compared to the previous year, the investment for the construction works has
increased by 0.5 points, while in reverse the purchase of machinery and equipments has decreased by 3.0 points.
The increase of machinery and equipments was influenced by decline for import of machinery, equipment of
mining.

In 2012, the share of mining and quarrying to total investments was 50.4 percent, construction 11.8 percent,
wholesale and retail trade sector 12.2 percent, transportation and storage 3.3 percent and public administration
was 4.1 percent.

CONSTRUCTION

lin 2012, 811.3 bin.tog were spent for construction and installation works. Construction and installation works
done by domestic construction entities reached 92.2 percent of total work or 748.1 bin.tog, whereas work done
by foreign construction entities was 7.8 percent or 63.2 bln.tog.

In 2012, construction entities have built buildings in worth of 895.7 bin.tog, including residential buildings
and commercial centers, showing an increase by 30.6 percent or 209.7 bln.tog compared with the previous year.

In 2012, a total of 1099 new buildings and structures were constructed. Out of which, 178 were residential
buildings for 11413 households; 214 energy structures; 141 office buildings, 102 school and cultural buildings; 60
dams, ditches, cables and network buildings;, 50 commercial and service buildings; 32 industrial buildings, 10 hotel
buildings and of 312 other buildings.

Among all construction and installation works done by domestic construction entities 64.8 percent were in
Ulaanbaatar, 3.0 percent in Khovsgol, 2.4 percent in Uvs, 2.2 percent in Khovd. An average during the last four
years the construction and installation work size of domestic construction entities was increased by 33.4-88.4
percent in Bulgan, Ovorkhangai, Uvs, Khovsgol, Govi-Altai, Dornod, Arkhangai, Bayankhongor, Dundgovi, and
Dornogovi and increased by 1.3-2.5 times in Govisumber, Selenge, and Sukhbaatar aimags.

In 2012, price of domestic construction materials was increased, except for those of polystyrene and edged
plank. An 2012, the average price of iron concrete Tm3 was 138.5 thous.tog, up 31.8 thous.tog or 29.8 percent;
brick made from clay M-100 was 279.2 tog, up 130.8 tog or 88.1 percent; that of 50kg cement M-500 was 9.1
thous.tog, up 2.2 thous.tog or 31.0 percent; vacuum window Tm3 was 85.8 thous.tog, up 5.8 thous.tog or 7.3
percent, plank for floor Tm3 was 156.7 thous.tog, up 9.8 thous.tog or 6.7 percent; and that of a piece of dry stick
was 27.5 thous.tog, up 2.1 thous.tog or 8.2 percent.

AGRICULTURE

Livestock husbandry

The main foundation of Mongolia’s economy, pasturing livestock husbandry still plays an important role in the
economy, employment and export revenues of Mongolia. For the preliminary estimates of 2012, 17.6 percent of
GDP was produced by the agriculture sector, of which 77.5 percent accounts for livestock husbandry. As well, 35.0
percent of total labor force of the country is engaged in the agricultural sector and 7.0 percent of export income
is contributed by the agriculture sector.

Production of livestock husbandry industry for 2012 preliminary estimates was 1906.0 bin.tog at current
prices, reaching 957.8 bin.tog at 2005 constant prices. Compared to 2011, it increased by 29.1 percent at current
prices, by 24.4 percent at constant prices.

In 2012 the livestock husbandry industry produced 220.4 thous.t of meat in slaughter weight, 511.0 thous.t of
milk, 69.4 min.pcs eggs, 19.1 thous.t of sheep wool, 5.1 thous.t of cashmere, and 8.8 min.pcs of hide.

Compared to 2011, the meat increased by 10.4 thous.t in slaugther weight, milk production by 52.4 thous.t,
production of cashmere by 0.7 thous.t, the production of sheep wool by 1.5 thous.t and production of hide by
23.8 thous.pcs.

According to results of the livestock census for 2012, 27.1 percent of total household and 207.8 thous.
households with private livestock have been counted, among which 146.1 thous.herder households are engaged
in livestock. As well, 289.6 thous. herdsmen are employed in livestock sector.

According to the 2012 livestock census, of the total herder households 82.0 percent have electric engines, 74.4
percent have TV's, 28.2 percent have cars, 43.2 percent have motocycles, 2.4 percent have tractors.

At the end of 2012, 87.6 percent or 13.7 min.female breeding of total female breeding stock gave birth and as
today 96.5 percent of total births or 13.4 min.heads of young animals have survived.

At the end of 2012, in total 40.9 min. livestock heads were counted, which was above by 4.6 min. heads or
12.6 percent compared with the previous year. According to the 2012 livestock census was accounted 2330.4
thous.horses, 2584.6 thous. cattle, 305.8 thous.camels, 18.1 min.sheeps, 17.6 min.goats. The number of horses
increased by 217.5 thous, cattle by 244.9 thous, camels by 25.8 thous, sheep by 2.5 min, goats by 1.6 min.
heads. Compared with the previous year, the number of livestock increased in 15 aimags and Ulaanbaatar city by
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type of livestock. Number of livestocks were the maximum growth in Uvurkhangai (545.0 thous.heads), Arkhangai
(418.9 thous.heads), Bayankhongor (403.1 thous.heads), Dundgovi (323.3 thous.heads), Govi-Altai (297.7 thous.
heads).

In 2012, 0.4 min.heads of adult animals had lost, which equals to 1.2 percent of total livestock at beginning
of the year.

In 2012, 624.6 thous.t of fodder produced nationwide in terms of fodder. Converted all the livestock into head
of sheep, per domestic animal was allocated 9.3 kg fodder, which is by 1.7 kg less than the previous year.

According to the data of The Ministry of Industry and Agriculture, in 2012, the 977 milk cow farms, 78 meat
cattle farms, 229 meat and sheep wool farms, 181 pig farms, 152 chicken farms and 89 bee farms were registered,
which is more than by 56 compared to 2011 in total.

Crop farming

Compared with the before "ATAR IllI” campaign five years (2003-2007)" average harvest, in 2012 the crop
harvest rose by 352.8 thous.t or 3.8 times, potatoes by 152.9 thous.t or 2.6 times, and vegetables by 34.9 thous.t
or 54.5 percent.

In 2012, there were 379.8 thous.hectares of sown area, of which 306.2 thous.hectares were for cereals,16.8
thous.hectares for potatoes, 7.9 thous.hectares for vegetables, 13.8 thous.hectares for machine-harvested fodder
and 35.1 thous.hectares for technical crops and fruits. The total sown area increased by 33.9 thous.hectares or
9.8 percent compared with the previous year. In 2012, the production was 479.3 thous.t of cereals, 245.9 thous.t
of potatoes, 98.9 thous.t of vegetables, 46.2 thous.t of machine-harvested fodder. In addition, 1175.1 thous.t of
hay harvest and 39.1 thous.t of hand-made fodder were prepared. Compared with 2011, previous year, cereals
increased by 33.2 thous.t or 7.4 percent, potatoes increased by 44.3 thous.t or 22.0 percent and fodder 5.8
thous.t or 14.4 percent, but vegetables, hay harvest, hand-made fodder descreased by 0.1 thous.t or 0.1 percent
and 20.1 thous.t or 1.7 percent and 7.6 thous.t or 16.3 percent respectively.

The yield of cereals and potatoes per hectare was 15.7 centners and 146.2 centners respectively, the yield of
cereals more by 0.8 centners and potatoes by 15.1 centners compared with 2011.

In 2012, Mongolia provided 99.3 percent of cereals used, 98.7 percent of potatoes used, 54.9 percent of
vegetables used from domestic harvest.

INDUSTRY

The total output at current prices of the industrial sector was 7776.7 billion tugrugs in 2012 and 2285.1 billion
tugrugs at constant prices of 2005. This figure shows an increase of 539.1 billion tugrugs or 30.9 % from 2009,
and 347.7 billion tugrugs or 17.9 % from 2010, 158.3 billion tugrugs or 7.4 % from 2011.

The increase in the industrial output was mainly due to 0.1-42.6 percent, increases in mining and quarrying
products such as copper concentrate with 35 percent, gold, zincum concentrate, iron ore, flour spar concentrate,
crude oil and 0.8 percent to 3.9 times increases in industrial main products of manufacturing sector such as kind
of sausage, metal foundries, alcohol, wine, bread, bakery products, carpet, flour, electrical conductor wire, metal
steel, beer, milk, dairy products, sawn wood, contrite mortar and metal sleeper.

In 2012, the results of the industrial sector, demonstrate that 6058.0 billion tugrugs worth products were sold
at the domestic and external markets, indicating a growth by 431.3 billion tugrugs or 7.7 % compared with 2011.

From the total industrial sales, the percentage of manufacturing industries reached 32.2 % in 2012 and
increased by 4.4 points and electricity, thermo-energy and water supply industries reached 7.5 % and increased by
0.2 points compared with 2011. Meanwhile the volume of the mining and extractive industries reached 60.3% or
decreased by 4.6 points compared with 2011.

The labour productivity of the industrial sector at current price has reached 132.6 million tugrugs in 2012,
indicating a growth by 10.1 million tugrugs or 8.3 % compared with 2011. The labour productivity at current
prices of the mining and extractive industries was increased by 1.2 million tugrugs or 0.5%, manufacturing sector
increased by 16.7 million tugrugs or 19.1%, electricity, thermo-energy and water supply increased by 3.8 million
tugrugs or 11.3%.
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TRANSPORTATION

53.3 min.t of freight and 318.7 min.passengers with double counting were carried by various modes of
transport in 2012. The freight turnover reached 16613.4 min.t.km while the passenger turnover amounted to
4971.6 min.pass.km. Of the total, 32.9 min.t of freight and 313.9 min.passengers with double counting were
carried by road, 20.4 min.t of freight and 4.0 min.passengers with double counting by railway, 4.0 thous.t of
freight and 0.8 min.passengers with double counting by air.

In 2012, the overall volume of freight and freight turnover grew by 9.3 min.t or 21.0 percent and 276.7
min.t.km or 1.7 percent, the overall volume of passenger and the passenger turnover grew by 22.5 min.passengers
or 7.6 percent and 276.2 min.pass.km or 5.9 percent over the previous year.

According to results of the Motor Vehicle Inspection, the total number of vehicles reached 345.5 thous., of
which 228.7 thous. were passenger automobiles, 83.7 thous. trucks, 21.6 thous. buses and 11.5 thous. special
equipped vehicles. Of the total vehicles in Mongolia, 229.0 thous. or 66.3 percent vehicles are in Ulaanbaatar.
Moreover, 5.9 percent of the total vehicles in the country were up to 3 years old, 22.9 percent were used for 4
years up to 9 years, and the rest 71.2 percent were used for more than 10 years.

The total length of improved road network was 7918.9 km, which of 4348.9 km were paved as of the end
of 2012. The paved road network has been extended by 285.5 km, which of 19.5 km road has been exploitation.

TELECOMMUNICATION

In the recent years the number of mobile phone subscribers has considerably increased. In 2012, the number
of mobile phone subscribers reached 3426.1 thous.persons, indicating an increase of 483.8 thous.persons or 16.4
percent over the preceding year. The number of satellite communication subscribers increased from 986 in 2011
to 1016 in 2012.

The number of fixed telephone lines was 149.4 thous. in 2012, showing an increase of 17.6 thous. lines
compared to 2011.

The first cable television network was established in 1996. There were 231.2 thous. users using cable television
network as of 2012.

The number of internet service providers decreased from 85 in 2011 to 67 in 2012.

In 2011, the postal service offices sent a total of 879.1 thous. letters, mails, parcels and wrappers and delivered
13.5 min. periodicals to the readers while in 2012, they sent 815.7 thous. letters, mails, wrappers and parcels and
delivered 17.6 min. periodicals to the customers. Compared to 2011, the number of letters, mails, parcels and
wrappers decreased by 7.2 percent and the postal service for periodicals increased by 30.2 percent.

The revenue from the telecommunication services amounted to 563.1 bin.tog in 2012, showing an increase
of 104.1 bin.tog or 22.7 percent comparison with 2011. 78.1 percent of the total revenue accounted for revenue
from the population.

FOREIGN TRADE

In 2012, total foreign trade turnover equaled 11123.0 min.USD. Particularly, the exports amounted to
4384.7 min.USD and the imports reached 6738.3 min.USD. The total turnover decreased by 292.9 min.USD or
2.6 percent, of which the exports decreased by 432.8 min.USD or 9.0 percent, but imports 139.9 min.USD or 2.1
percent higher than 2011. Foreign trade balance had a deficit of 2353.6 min.USD, reflecting 572.7 min.USD or 1.3
times increase over 2011.

Exports of natural or cultivated pearls, precious metals, jewellery increased by 12.4 min.USD, that of auto,
air and water transport vehicles and their spare parts by 1.9 min.USD compared with 2011. However, exports of
mineral products declined by 389.8 min.USD, raw and processed hides, skins and fur and articles thereof by 20.6
min.USD, live animal, animals, and products of animal origin by 15.7 min.USD. This decrease was a main factor
leading to a decrease of 432.8 min.USD in the exports.
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Rise in imports of mineral products by 306.7 min.USD, food products by 64.8 min.USD, chemicals and chemical
industry products by 42.6 min.USD, various industrial goods 30.9 min.USD, and optics, lamp, motion picture,
measure, surgical instrument, watch, musical instrument 25.7 min.USD played an important role in increasing the
imports by 139.9 min.USD compared to 2011.

Mineral products are dominated in Mongolia’s exports. Particularly, mineral products comprised 35.2 percent
of the total exports in 2000, 42.7 percent in 2005, 81.0 percent in 2010, which increased to 89.2 percent in 2012.
Of the total export commodities, 43.4 percent was comprised of coal, 19.1 percent copper concentrate, 12.1
percent iron ores, 7.7 percent crude oils, 3.0 percent zinc concentrate, 2.8 percent gold, unwrought or in semi-
manufactured forms, 1.1 percent combed goat down, 0.5 percent textiles & textiles articles and 10.3 percent other
products of exports in 2012.

The export of gold, unwrought or in semi-manufactured forms comprised 6.1 percent of the total exports in
2010, 2.3 percent of the export in 2011. It rose to 2.8 percent or 0.5 points in 2012, while the coal export comprised
30.3 percent of the total exports in 2010, 47.2 percent in 2011. It declined by 43.4 percent or 3.8 points in 2012.

In 2012, volume of sheep or lamb skin leather export decreased by 45.0 percent 2011, while that of goat and
goatling’s skin leather decreased by 49.5 percent.

Of the total import commodities, 24.5 percent was comprised of machinery, electronic equipments and
appliances, recorders, TV sets and spare parts, 23.5 percent mineral products,18.9 percent auto, air and water
transport vehicles and their spare parts, 8.7 percent base metals and articles thereof, 5.9 percent food products,
4.4 percent chemicals and chemical industry products, 3.5 percent plastics, rubber, and articles thereof and 10.6
percent other products in 2012.

In 2012, Mongolia imported crude oil amounted to 1162.8 thous.t or 1392.6 min.US.dollars, which was 20.7
percent of the imports. Compared to 2011, the import of oil products grew by 136.3 thous.t or 13.3 percent.

Supplied of rice, sugar, and vegetable oil, which are the main food products of Mongolia, are fully provided
by imported products. In 2012, 51.2 percent of rice were imported from Japan, 28.2 percent from China, and 19.5
percent from the Russian Federation while 80.1 percent of sugar were imported from Thailand, 5.9 percent from
Germany, and 4.2 percent from Brazil. The 99.0 percent of vegetable oil were imported from Russian Federation
while 83.8 percent of flour were imported from Russian Federation and 15.1 percent from Kazakhstan respectively.

In 2012, the car import decreased by 17.3 min.USD or 3.9 percent, the truck import decreased by 174.1 min.
USD or 29.9 percent, and public transport vehicle decreased by 4.8 min.USD or 17.3 percent compared to 2071.
These were a main factor leading to the decrease in imports of auto transport vehicles and spare parts for auto
vehicles and trucks. In 2012, terms of trade index was 131.5, down by 1.4 points over 2011.

TRADE, HOTELS AND RESTAURANTS

For the preliminary estimates of year 2012, the total sale of the wholesale and retail trade sector was 12.6
trillion tog, indicating an increase by 3008.7 bin.tog or 31.3 percent compared with 2011. In 2012, the total output
of trade was 2591.1 bin.tog at current price, showing an increase by 575.9 bin.tog or 28.6 percent compared with
2011. Compared with 2011, the total output of wholesale trade was increased by 382.1 bin.tog or 31.5 percent,
retail trade was increased by 193.8 bin.tog or 24.1 percent. The total output comprises 61.5 percent of wholesale
and 38.5 percent of retail trade.

For the preliminary estimates of year 2012,s the number of people per commercial unit became 45, which was
decreased by 2 people comparing with 2011. It was influenced by the growth of number of commercial units which
increased by 3411 units or 6.0 percent compared with 2011.

In 2012, the number of people per commercial unit was 66 in the Western region, 61 in the Khangai region,
47 in the Eastern region, 47 in the Central region and 37 in Ulaanbaatar city.

According to preliminary estimates for 2012, the total output of the hotel industry reached 133.9 bin.togrogs,
showing an increase of 51.7 bin.tog. or 62.9 percent compared with 2011. At the end of 2012, the total number
of employees in the hotel industry was 5.7 thous. people, an decrease of 310 or 5.2 percent from 2011. Although
there was a rise in the number of employees in the hotel and restaurant industry, there was a reduction in the
number of those in the sub-industry — hotel. This was because establishments running in the hotel industry in 2011
suspended their operation and switched to the other sub-industry.
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The preliminary estimates for 2012 show that the total output of the restaurant industry amounted to 307.9
bin.togrogs, indicating a growth of 87.6 bin.tog. or 39.8 percent from the previous year. At the end of 2012, the
total number of employees in the restaurant industry was 9.3 thous. persons, representing an increase of 2871
persons or 44.5 percent compared with 2011.

HOUSING, PUBLIC SERVICES AND AMENITIES

At the national level, living quarters with 583.0 thous.m2 living areas were put into operation in 2012. As a
result, housing stock reached 10572.8 thous.m2 showing an increase of 18.6 percent over 2009, 10.8 percent
from 2010, and 5.1 percent compared to 2011.

The number of water supply stations has reached 1388 in 2012, representing an increase of 1.5 percent from
2011. The number of households using portable water supply reached 439.8 thousand in 2012, up by 1.5 percent
over the previous year.

The number of rubbish-dumps was 417 in 2012, demonstrating an increase of 5 or 1.2 percent from 20171.

There were 690 public bathhouses with capacity of 3057 persons operating in 2011 while there were 732
bathhouses with capacity of 3228 persons in 2012 showing an increase of 6.1 percent in quantity and 5.6 percent
in capacity.

TOURISM

A 4.5 million passengers as a doubled number crossed the border of Mongolia in 2012, is increased by 171.6
thousand persons or 3.9 percent compared to 2011. The 46.3 percent of total inbound passengers have crossed
through Zamiin-Uud immigration post, 17.7 percent are through Buyant-Ukhaa, 8.9 percent through Altanbulag,
8.4 percent through Gashuun Sukhait, and 5.3 percent are through Shivee Khuren, and the remaining 13.4 percent
have crossed through other immigration posts.

There were 623.8 thousand foreign passengers travelling inbound to Mongolia in 2012, it has decreased
by 3.2 thousand persons or 0.5 percent compared with 2011. By duration, 94.2 percent of them stayed until 30
days, 2.7 percent until 90 days and 3.1 percent stayed for 90 days and longer. A 73.9 percent out of total foreign
passengers came from East Asia and Pacific Ocean region, 21.3 percent came from Europe, 3.7 percent were from
America, and remaining 1.1 percent came from the Middle East, South Asia and Africa.

The 57.9 percent of total inbound foreign passengers were citizens of the People’s Republic of China, 13.9
percent were citizens of the Russian Federation, 7.3 percent were citizens of the Republic of Korea, 2.8 percent
were citizens of the United States of America and 2.8 percent were citizens of Japan, the remaining 15.3 percent
were citizens of other countries.

The 76.3 percent out of total inbound foreign passengers were passengers with tourism purpose and the
remaining 23.7 percent had purposes to work study and reside in the country. Foreign passengers with tourism
purpose have increased by 3.4 percent compared with previous year. The 41.8 percent of inbound foreign
passengers with tourism purpose arrived during the first half and 58.2 percent during the second half of the year
2012.

A doubled number of 1631.5 thousand citizens of Mongolia were outbound in 2012, and 85.3 percent of
them had private purpose. The 77.0 percent of our outbound citizens travelled to the People’s Republic of China
(1.2 million persons), 13.2 percent to the Russian Federation (214.7 thousand persons), 3.3 percent to the Republic
of Korea (54.3 thousand persons) and 6.5 percent to other countries.

In tourism sector, the total number of active enterprises was 670 from business register at the end of 2012 and
it was decreased by 352 enterprises or 1.5 times more compared with 2011.

At the end of 2012, the total number of employees of tourism sector was 2.5 thousand people and it was
decreased by 1886 people or 1.8 times more compared with 2011.
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PRODUCTIVITY

The total productivity in the information and communication and wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor
vehicles and motorcycles industries was 1056-1338 togrogs, relatively higher than that in other economic sectors
and 1.7-2.1 times higher than the national average.

At the national level, the total factor productivity at current prices in 2012 reached 2042 togrogs, indicating
an increase of 231 togrogs from 2011. The fixed capital productivity at current prices in 2012 was 17624 togrogs,
electricity productivity was 24564 togrogs, and the main raw material productivity was 2205 togrogs.

The labor productivity at constant prices in 2005 was 5092.6 thous.togrogs, showing increase of 11.5 percent
compared to 2011.

BUSINESS REGISTER

In 2012, the Business Register Database registered 90.5 thous.enterprises, of which 51.9 thous.enterprises
or 57.4 percent were operating actively. Among all the active enterprises, 83.8 percent had 1-9 employees, 7.2
percent 10-19 employees, 5.4 percent 20-49 employees, and 3.6 percent more than 50 employees. This represents
that establishments with fewer employee are dominant in our country.

The share of active enterprises with more than 50 employees, with 1-9 employees increased by 0.1 points,
3.1 points compared 2011 whereas that of enterprises with 10-19 employees, with 20-49 employees increased by
1.9 points, 1.3 points, respectively. The share of the active enterprises in wholesale and retail trade remained high.

Over the last four years, the number of active enterprises in construction has increased by an average of
474 percent per year and in real estate, renting and other bussiness activities has increased by 28.8 percent,
manufacturing by 26.1 percent, that of enterprises in transport, storage and communications by 25.4 percent, and
that of enterprises in financial services by 21.8 percent.

Compared with the previous year, the number of active enterprises in other community, social and personal
services decreased by 26.2 percent or 1.3 thousand; that of enterprises in public administration and defence,
compulsory social security increased by 45.2 percent or 636; that of enterprises in wholesale and retail trade, repair
of motor vehicles, household goods by 24.3 percent or 3.9 thousand; that of enterprises in agriculture, foresty and
fishery hunting by 14.8 percent or 371, respectively.

n 2012, the Business Register Database registered 2.8 thous.cooperatives, 32.7 billion togrog of stakeholders’
capital and 53.5 thousand members. By the structure of cooperatives, agriculture, foresty and fishery, hunting
sector made up 35.2 percent or 993 of the total cooperatives, wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles
and household goods 23.1 percent or 652 cooperatives , manufacturing 16.3 percent or 461 cooperatives, and
financial services 10.5 percent or 296 cooperatives ..

ENVIRONMENT

According to the classification of unified land territory, 73.8 percent of the territory of Mongolia is agricultural
land, 15.9 percent land for state special needs, 9.1 percent land with forest resources, 0.4 percent land with water
resources,and respectivity urban areas and 0.3 percent land under roads and networks as of 2012.

In 2012, the budget allocatedtothe protectionandrehabilitation of natural resources reached 22630.0min.
tog., indicating an increaseof7132.2 min.tog or 46.0 percent comparedwith 2011. Of the budget, 1.0 percent was
spent on land protection and rehabilitation, 1.3 percent on centralized measures for nature and environment, 18.6
percent onprotection of special protected areas,22.9 percent on environmental protection funds, 25.6 percent
onforestry activities and30.5percent on environmentalagencies and inspectors.

The totaldegraded landwas 11167.6thous.hectaresin2009,7364.5thous.hectares in 2010, and 9233.1 thous.
hectares in 2011, 8370.0thous.hectares in 2012,showing andecreaseof863.1thous.hectares or 9.3 percent
compared with 2011.The land classification of the degradedarea showed that 7876.5 thous.hectares or 94.1
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percent were pasture and grass land,432.2 thous.hectares or 5.2 percent forest land,44.7 thous.hectares or 0.5
percent cultivated land, 9.9 thous.hectares or 0.1 percent excavatedland, 6.5 thous.hectares or 0.1 percenturban
areas, and0.2 thous.hectares or 0.003 percentland underwater resources as of 2012.

In 2012, 4040 disasters and accidents occurred, causing 237people deaths, and 13.0thous.headlivestock loss.
As a result,the total damage amounted to94.5 bin.tog.

HUMAN DEVELOPMENT INDEX (HDI)

Mongolian Human Devlopment Index is increasing at national and regional levels from year to year. Despite
the continuous increase in HDI, Mongolia is placed among a group of countries with medium human development
indicators at the international level due to its low per capita GDP.

The human development index rose by 0.010 to 0.778, predominantly due to a 1.9 percentage point increase
in combined primary, secondary and tertiary gross enrollment ratio and a 559.5 $PPP increase in GDP per capita
in 2012 compared with 2011.

While the HDI measures indexes progress in human development of a population as a whole, two separate
indices are used to measure more specifically the progress in reducing gender discrimination. The first one is the
Gender development index (GDI), which measures development along the same three dimensions as the HDI but
only for women, to allow comparisons with men. The second one is the Gender empowerment measure (GEM),
which measures women'’s status in society compared with men.

Looking separately at the three components that together constitute the GDI, one finds that men are better
than women in some indicators as of 2012. The PPP-adjusted per capita income of men was 6207.4 $PPP whereas
that of women was 4741.6 $PPP. However, life expectancy for males in 2012 was 64.91 years while that for females
was 74.32 years in Mongolia. 82.1 percent of the children and youth aged between 6-22 and enrolled in schools
were males and 88.6 percent females.

The Gender empowerment measure of 0.529 in 2012, increased by 0.129 unit compared to the previous year
indicates that women also roll-up in terms of participation in economic and political life and decision-making
processes.

MILLENNIUM DEVELOPMENT GOALS INDICATORS

The following shows implementation of selected indicators of MDGs of Mongolia in 2012:

Goal 1. Reduce poverty and hunger

As result of the “Household social and economic survey” in 2012, 27.4 percent of total population is poor,
decreased by 11.3 percentage points in 2010 and 6.3 percentage points in 2011. Poverty rate is relatively lower
in urban area than rural area; poverty headcount ratio is 23.2 percent in urban area and 35.5 percent in rural
area, decreased by 5.4 percentage points in urban area and 7.9 percentage points in rural area, compared to the
previous year.

Goal 2. Achieve universal primary education

Net proportion of primary enrollment rate was 94.3 and 94.7 percents in 2009 and 2010, respectively. The
rate was 94.8 percent in 2011 and 95.2 percent in 2012, reflecting an increase of 0.4 percentage points over the
preceding year.

Proportion of pupils starting grade 1 who reach grade 5 was 89.9 and 92.9 percents in 2009 and 2010,
respectively. The rate was 93.2 percent in 2011 and 94.5 percent in 2012, and up by 1.3 percentage points from
the preceding year.
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Goal 3. Promote gender equality and empower women

Ratio of girls to boys in primary education is approximate, although the ratio in secondary and tertiary
education shows higher number of girls. In 2012, ratio of girls to boys in primary education was 0.95, in secondary
education was 1.07, and in tertiary education was 1.40.

In 2012, the proportion of women in wage employment in the non-agricultural sector is 47.8 percent and
increased by 1.3 percentage points compared to the previous year.

Women in national parliament comprised 3.9 percent of total legislators in 1992, 9.2 percent in 1996, 11.8
percent in 2000, 6.6 percent in 2004, and 3.9 percent in 2008. However it increased to 14.7 percent in 2012
indicates that women'’s involvement roll-up in management and decision-making level.

Goal 4. Reduce child mortality

Under-five mortality rate per 1 000 live birth 19 in 2012, infant mortality rate reached 15 in 2012 at national
level, down by 1 respectively, compared to the previous year.

Goal 5. Improve maternal health

Maternal mortality ratio per 100 000 live births was reached a peak of 259 in 1993 during the last two
decades. The ratio reached 51 in 2012 at national level, rose by 2 compared to the previous year.

Goal 6. Combat STIs /HIV/ AIDS and tuberculosis, reverse other diseases

Mongolia is among the seven countries in the WHO Western Pacific Region with the highest tuberculosis (TB)
incidence. Incidence of TB per 100 000 populations decreased gradually, i.e it was 157 in 2009, 154 in 2010, 143
in 2011, 139 in 2012.

Goal 7. Ensure environmental sustainability

In 2012, 13.4 percent of total land area of Mongolia or 20.9 min.hectare areas were protected. Forest area
covers 7.7 percent of total territory.

Goal 8: Develop a global partnership for development

As of the preliminary result of 2012, proportion of ODA in Gross National Income increased by 0.6 percentage
points to 2.0 percent, compared to the previous year.

With efficient introduction of new technology into communication sector, telephone lines per 1 000 population
reached 53, internet users per 1 000 population 245 and cellular subscribers per 1 000 population 1207 in 2012.

Goal 9. Strengthen human rights and foster democratic governance

According to the law, Independent Authority Against Corruption is estimating the index of corruption every 2
years and it was 0.64 in 2009 and 0.63 in 2011.

Perception of corruption in political organizations, judicial and law enforcement institutions reached 3.93 in
2012, down by 0.14 points compared to the previous year.

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ADMINISTRATIVE UNITS, TERRITORY

Administratively, Mongolia is divided into 21 aimags (provinces) and the capital city, Ulaanbaatar. Aimags are
divided into soums (sub-provinces) which are further divided into bags (an administrative unit under sub-provinces).
The capital city Ulaanbaatar is subdivided into districts which in turn are comprised of khoroos (sub-district).

Governance of administrative and territorial units shall be composed of Hurals of Citizen Representatives
in the capital city, aimags, soums and districts, General Hurals of Citizens in bags and khoroos, Presidiums of
the Hurals concerned when the Hurals are in recess, and Governors of aimags, the capital city, soums, districts,
bags and khoroos. The governance shall be organized on the basis of combination of the principles of both self-
government and central government. Local self- governing bodies shall make independent decisions on matters of
socio-economic life of their respective territories based on supreme principles of the activities of the State which
shall be ensuranse of democracy, justice, freedom, equality and national unit and respect of law.

Mongolia is situated in the center of Asia at 41 0 35" N—52 o 06" N of the Nort altitude and at 87 o0 47"
E—-119057" E of the East longitude, neighboring with the Russian Federation along 3543 km in the north and
with Peoples Republic of China along 4709.6 km in the south. Its territory is 1564.1 thous.square km of. It extends
for 2392 km from west to east and 1259 km from north to south.

Mongolia is located at 1580 m above sea level. The highest point is Khuiten Mountain peak (4374m) in the
west and the lowest is Khokh Nuur Lake depression in the east - a more 532 m above sea level. The capital city
is at 1350 m above sea level. Mongolia is the eighteenth the largest country in the world in size of its territory.
Hovsgol Lake is 262.4 m deep, ranking 2nd in tne world after Baigal Lake in the Russian Federation.

Mongolia has an extreme continental climate and four seasons. Strong storms blow during spring (April to
May). January is the coldest month when temperature drops to the lowest point and July is the hottest month of
tne year.

ELECTIONS

The section Elections provides statistics on presidential and parliamentary elections and election results of
Mongolia. The data is compiled by the General Election Commission, which is the electoral central body to provide
with joint managements of professional and methodology for elections of the State Great Khural (Parliament) and
the President of Mongolia.

The constitution was adopted in 1992, which established a parliamentary democracy in Mongolia, guaranteeing
freedom of religion, rights, expression, unalienable rights, government setup, election cycle etc.

The State Great Hural (Parliament) 76 members are elected by plurality vote in multi-member constituencies
to serve 4-year terms and the President is elected by absolute majority vote through system to serve a 4-year term.

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I SECTION 3. POPULATION

POPULATION

This section presents statistics on the growth, age and sex, distribution and vital statistic characteristics as
births, deaths, marriages, divorces and adoptions.

The main sources of population statistics are population and housing census conducted every 10 years and
annual data on resident population, vital statistics and migration statistics.

The population of Mongolia included residents in Mongolia and Mongolian citizenships usual reside in
abroad.

The resident population in Mongolia included population reside for more than 6 months or 183 days in
administrative units of Mongolia.

Mid-year population refers a quatient of sum of population in beginning and end of the year divided by 2.

The household is the group of people who live together in one house, with a joint budget and jointly
provide their food and other basic needs. Members of the household may be family or relatives; there can be some
members in the household with no relation to the other members.

A female headed household refers woman, who is heading household regardless whether she has
child(ren).

The urban population includes population reside in Ulaanbaatar city, aimag centers and towns.

The rural population includes population reside in soum centers and rural areas.

A double orphan is a child who has lost both parents and a half orphan is a child who has lost one parent.
The sex ratio at birth refers to the number of boys born alive per 100 girls born alive.

The crude birth rate is the number of live births occurring among the population of a given geographical
area in a given year, per 1000 mid-year population of the given geographical area during the same year.

The general fertility rate is annual number of live births per 1000 women of childbearing age (15-49 years)
in a given year.

The total fertility rate refers the average number of children that would be born to a woman over her
lifetime.

The age specific fertility rate is the number of live births to women in specific age group, divided by the
total population of women in same age group and expressed as a promille.

The sex ratio at death is calculated by dividing the number of male deaths by the number of female deaths.

The crude death rate is the number of deaths occurring among the population of a given geographical area
during a given year, per 1000 mid-year population of the given geographical area during the same year.

The age specific death rate the total number of deaths to resident of a specified age group by the
population (in thousands) of the same age and expressed as a promille.

Married refers to individuals, who have registered their marriage in the administrative units of a given
geographical area in accordance with the Law on Marriage of Mongolia.

Divorced refers to individuals, who have registered their divorce by a court resolution.

An adoption is a person who adopts a child by registering in a given administrative unit and obtained a
certificate of adoption.

The vital statistics are vital event records such as births, deaths, marriages, divorces and adoptions. Civil
registration officer registers every vital event in a given soum and district, then statistics division/department of
aimags and the capital city checks and compiles them. Then they submit to the NSO. Civil registration system has
been introduced in Mongolia since 1951.

The natural increase of a population is a situation when births exceed deaths.

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LABOUR FORCE

This section provides information on working age population, labour force, employed and unemployed people.
Basic data sources for estimates of these indicators are sample surveys and statistical reports relevant to labour
statistics produced by the National Statistical Office such as reports on “Labour Force Survey (LFS)”, “Survey on
Wages and Salaries”, “Monthly report of the registered unemployed”, and “Statistical Overview on Civil Servant
Structure and Movement” on an annual, quarterly and monthly basis.

Mongolia had conducted “Labor Force Survey” in 2002-2003 at first time on a quarterly basis during in
accordance with internationally common methodologies, was a national employment baseline survey that captured
seasonal variations in the labor market. According to amendments for the Law on Statistics of Mongolia in 2004,
the NSO has conducting LFS on a quarterly basis and publishing its results since 2006.

The Labour Force Survey data are collected every month from selected households, and compiled and
disseminated data on a quarterly basis.

“Methodology for Estimation of Employment and Labor Force Statistics Indicators” approved by a Joint
Resolution 01/68/94 of 2009 from the Chairman of the NSO and the Minister for Social Welfare and Labour /old
name/ are being followed to produce employment and labour force statistics and conduct sample surveys at the
national level.

“Economic activity” means a process, i.e. the combination of actions that result in a certain set of products
and services produced for the market or for personal use. National Account System comprises all goods and
services, raw materials produced or processed for sell or exchange in the market or domestically produced ones
for personal use or for market supply.

“Non-economic activity” means activities which are carried out not for profit and wages, such as looking
after children and erdes, cooking, etc.

“Economically active population (Labour force)” comprises all persons of either sex unemployed for
the moment, who are ready to furnish or employed ones who furnish the supply of labour for the production of
economic goods and services as defined by the United Nations System of National Accounts during a specified
time-reference period. Economically active population is divided into “usually active” or “currently active” during
a specified time-reference period.

“Employed” means all citizens engaged in economic activity for pay (wages or salary) and have an employment
status. Person who are engaged in economic activity for pay for a period of more than one week can be regarded
as emploeyd.

“Unemployed” are working age citizens with work capabilities who have been unemployed during the
reference period, available for work and actively looking for a job.

Registered unemployed are those segments of the population in the working age who are currently not
involved in a paid or self-employed job and actively looking for job and registered at the Department of Labour
and Social Welfare according to the International Standard Methodology.

“Government employee” Civil servants shall be the persons who are paid and ensured working conditions
and guarantees by the state for holding a civil position and for exercising their powers.

GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT

Gross Domestic Product (GDP) is total value of all final goods and services produced within a country
in a given year.

The primary data sources for Gross Domestic Product (GDP) and Gross National Income (GNI) are
estimates of annual value added of different economic activities. These estimates are based on data collected
from enterprises, organizations as an official statistics.

The GDP shall be estimated by 3 approaches, namely production, expenditure and income
approaches.

GDP estimates by the production approach is the difference of output and intermediate consumption;
expenditure approach is the value of final consumption expenditure, gross capital formation and net
exports of goods and services, income approach is sum of compensation of employees, consumption of
fixed capital, net taxes on production and imports and net operating surplus or mixed income.

GDP by expenditure is composed of household consumption, government consumption, NPISH
consumption, gross fixed capital formation, change in inventories, acquisition less disposals of valuables, and
net export of goods and services.

Final consumption is comprised of household consumption, government consumption, and NPISH
consumption.

Household consumption is estimated by the total food and non-food consumption derived from the
Household Socio-Economic Survey.

The government consumption is estimated by the difference between the gross output or current
expenses of state-owned organizations and primary and secondary income. The NPISH consumption is
calculated by its current expenses.

The gross capital formation is composed of the fixed capital formation, change in inventories, and
acquisition less disposals of valuables.

The estimates of GDP by expenditure are derived from the difference between international trade in
goods and service or net export.

Gross National Income (GNI) shows the total gross value added produced by all economic residents
of the country. GNI is estimated sum of GDP and net income from rest of world or income from economic
residents minus expenses paid to non-residents. Income from rest of world is consists of 2 type of transaction
between resident and non-resident which are compensation of employees paid to non-resident workers and
foreign investment income. These data reflected in the Mongolian Balance of Payment.

Short-term indicators that can capture seasonal adjustments of annual operations of a given industry
are mainly used for quarterly GDP estimation. Value added for the industry is estimated using upward and
downward trends of the indicators. To estimate value added by production approach or industries, indicators
for industries in the current quarter is multiplied by the value added ratio of the previous year. The following
formula is employed for the estimation:

CONSUMER PRICE INDEX (CPI)

The CPl is @ measure of the average change in prices over time fixed in terms of quantity and quality of
goods and services purchased either by all consumers. The CPI reflects the collective experience of inflation for all
households in a particular expenditure range.

The CPI is used for general index of inflation for the economy as a whole and also used as a main indicator
for the purposes of government or central bank’s monetary and fiscal policy and used to indexation of wages,
pensions, social security benefits and other income.

The main parts in compilation of CPI are selection of consumer basket and consumption weight.

Consumer basket a specified set of quantities of goods and services representing pattern of average household'’s
consumption and widely used by most of population. To measure of price changes the number, description and
quality of goods and services in the consumer basket are taken fixed.

Weights of commodities are calculated on the basis of average expenditure per household and actual shares
of goods and services in all household'’s purchased goods and services.

The modified Laspeyres index is used for the compilation of the CPI.

Since September 1991, the National Statistical Office has been calculating CPI using ILO methodology. Since
1991, the National Statistical Office updated the number of items in the consumer basket, the weights and the
reference period 4 times for calculation of the CPI.

The expenditure weights for CPl was updated based on results from 2006 HIES in accordance with internationally
accepted methodology which recommended that the consistency between the weighting period and the price
reference period is fundamental to accurately calculation of the Laspeyres index.

Having revised its methodology for CPI by which the CPI for Ulaanbaatar city had been taken as a national CPI,
the National Statistical Office has moved to international methodology by which the national CPl is estimated on
the basis of weighted average for 2005 HIES consumption expenditure of the Capital city and all aimags starting
from January 2008.

In 2011, the number of items in the consumer basket increased up to 329 (for aimags to 214) and the
expenditure weights was updated ba
