The traffic statistics are not always comparable and cannot be so rendered. In the greatmajority of countries,they refersolelyto the financial results and ignore free traffic ; but in a few cases all traffic is included. Free traffic is chiefly service traffic,but mayalso include officials of other administrations, soldiers, etc. Service traffic, however, may be partly paid for. There is naturallyless free traffic on private lines than on State lines.

In most cases where account is taken of season tickets such tickets are reckoned in the statistics for a specific number of journeys*

While the data concerning passenger-kilometers are at least to some extent comparable, thi is not at all the case as regardsthe number of passengers carri ed. Such data are greatly influenced by suburban traffic which in some cases is included and in othersexcluded. Similarly double-counting resulting from the transport of a passenger over more than one railway system is not alwaysavoided .
Four columns have been added to the table which summarise the scope of the statistics. They indicate respectively whether(i) the whole or practically the whole railway system has been included ( X ) or not (-), (ii) whether free passengers, (iii) season-ticket holders, (iv) soldiers are included (X) or excluded (-). These indications serve chiefly as an explanation of the aggregatefigures given in the table without subdivision. This does not necessarily mean, however, that the subdivisions do not exist in theoriginal statistics. When subdivisions are given in the table, the signs mentioned above have been placed only against the totals.

These indications serve chiefly to explain the figures
given in the table without subdivision. It is not implied that where such indications are given subdivisions do not exist in the original
statistics.
